ASSEMBLY

Slide the Wand onto the neck of the Floor Nozzle until it clicks into place.

2. Align the Hand Vacuum nozzle opening with the top of the wand and slide
it on until it clicks into place.

3. Make sure the Dock is facing upright. Slide the Charging Post over the
mount on front of dock until it clicks.

4. Place the dock on the floor near a wall outlet. Plug the Power Cord into the
outlet, then connect the cord to the port on the back of the charging post.

5. Store the crevice tool accessory on the mount on the dock.

6. Flip up the dial handle on the Odor Neutralizer Technology cartridge, align

the teal arrows, then insert the cartridge into the dock.

DO NOT put any objects into nozzle or accessory openings. DO
NOT use with any opening blocked; keep free of dust, lint, hair, and
anything that may reduce airflow.
DO NOT use if nozzle or accessory airflow is restricted. If the air paths
or the motorized floor nozzle become blocked, turn the vacuum off.
Remove all obstructions before you turn on the unit again.
Keep nozzle and all vacuum openings away from hair, face, fingers,
uncovered feet, or loose clothing.
DO NOT use if vacuum is not working as it should, or has been
dropped, damaged, left outdoors, or dropped into water.
Use extra care when cleaning on stairs.
DO NOT leave the vacuum unattended while powered on.
When powered on, keep the vacuum moving over the carpet
surface at all times to avoid damaging the carpet fibers.

BATTERY PACK

The battery is the power source for the vacuum. Carefully read and
follow all charging instructions.

To prevent unintentional starting, ensure it is powered off before
picking up or carrying the vacuum. DO NOT carry the appliance

with your finger on the power switch.

Use only the XDCKIP3000 charging dock. Use of incorrect charger
may result in no charging and/or unsafe conditions.

Keep the battery away from all metal objects such as paper clips,
coins, keys, nails, or screws. Shorting the battery terminals
increases the risk of fire or burns.

Under abusive conditions, liquid may be ejected from the battery. Avoid
contact with this liquid, as it may cause irritation or burns. If contact
occurs, flush with water. If liquid contacts eyes, seek medical help.
Battery should not be stored at temperatures below 3°C (37.4°F)

or above 104°F (40°C) to maintain long-term battery life.
