This appliance has a polarized plug (one blade is wider
than the other).

DO NOT operate any unit with a damaged cord or
plug.

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DO NOT use if airflow is restricted. If the air paths
become blocked, turn the appliance off and unplug from
electrical outlet. Remove all obstructions before you
plug in and turn on the unit again.

DO NOT use if appliance is not working as it should, or
has been dropped, damaged, left outdoors, or dropped
into water.

DO NOT place appliance on unstable surfaces such as
chairs or tables.

DO NOT use in the following areas:
a) Wet or damp surfaces

b) Outdoor areas

c) Spaces that are enclosed and may contain explosive
or toxic fumes or vapors (lighter fluid, gasoline,
kerosene, paint, paint thinners, mothproofing
substances, or flammable dust)

Turn off all controls before plugging in or unplugging
the appliance.

Unplug from electrical outlet when not in use and
before any maintenance or cleaning.

Make sure filter is in place after routine maintenance.

QUICK START GUIDE

Your Shark® HP100 Series Air Purifier removes allergens, mold,
bacteria, and other particles from your air for a cleaner home.

SETTING UP YOUR UNIT

Remove filter
from plastic
packaging

1. First, carefully flip the air purifier upside
down and place it on a level surface.
Twist the filter door to unlock the filter.

2. Take the filter out of its packaging,
then insert it back into the unit.
DO NOT run the air purifier unless
the filter is removed from its packaging
and properly reinstalled.

4 Set up the unit on a level surface, at least
3 inches (8-cm) away from walls
and objects.

5. Plug the unit into an electrical outlet and
press the power button on the top control
panel. When the unit is powered on, it will
begin to analyze the air quality indicated
by the rotating lights. After a few seconds
the unit will display the current air quality.

3. With the filter reinstalled, twist the filter
door until it clicks into place.
